All steps are to be done as a group, except for steps #3 and #9.

1. WRITE: Change the name of the Topic into a question.

2. WRITE: Copy any bold words or phrases.

5. WRITE: Write down the definitions of the bold words or phrases.

8. TALK: Repeat step #7 until everyone in your group can answer the question(s) out loud without looking.

9. WRITE: For tonight’s homework, write a summary of today’s Topic(s) in your notebook. Refer to today’s notes and your textbook at home for help.
